*  Knowledge, sensitivity and an ability to embed equity, diversity and inclusion principles into processes,
practices, work culture, and curriculum, particularly Indigenous ways of being, knowing and doing;

*  Experience executing and delivering on academic and operational plans;

*  Ademonstrated commitment to ensuring academic excellence, and a passion for teaching, learning, and
student success; and

*  Experience working with and/or within a licensed health regulated profession (e.g., nurse, pharmacist,
occupational therapist, social worker etc.) considered an asset.

Humber College is located within the traditional and treaty lands of the Mississaugas of the Credit. Known as
Adoobiigok, the “Place of the Alders” in Michi Saagiig language, the region is uniquely situated along the Humber
River Watershed, which historically provided an integral connection for Anishinaabe, Haudenosaunee, and Wendat
peoples between the Ontario Lakeshore and the Lake Simcoe/Georgian Bay regions. Now home to people of
numerous nations, Adoobiigok continues to provide a vital source of interconnection for all.
